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Addition to Carriage House Announced
For the first time, members of the public saw plans for 
the proposed 1,000 square foot addition to the main 
floor as well as basement space and a second floor loft. 
There will be a meeting/exhibit/activity room, a second 
larger archival vault, an additional rest room, a small 
reception desk area and much needed storage facili-
ties.  Ground-breaking should take place in the spring 
of 2014.

John Coduri shared the preliminary conceptual draw-
ings at the Open House which kicked off the 2013 
season. 

Several years ago, following the broad public success of 
our granite endeavors, trustees approved the concept 
of an addition which would meet three major cur-
rent needs. First, it would establish a place to house a 
permanent Westerly granite industry exhibit to share 
our granite-related collection which grew consider-
ably after publication of Built from Stone: The Westerly 
Granite Story. 

 Second, it would expand the existing educational col-
laboration with local school districts.  For example, our 
visiting fifth graders currently have to use office space, 
and activities have to be carefully choreographed at the 
time of their visits. 

 Third, it would provide a new “home” for the Westerly 
Historical Society as well as additional space for our 
growing local history and genealogy research library.  
Currently, the Westerly Historical Society houses its 
local history records in the basement of the Westerly 
Public Library and there are extremely limited facilities 
for researchers. At the celebration of its 100th anniver-
sary held at the Westerly Armory, the Historical Soci-
ety voted to donate $25,000 to the Building Campaign.

The addition is estimated to cost $300,000.  During the 
“quiet phase” of the campaign, more than $180,000 has 
been raised from trustees, docents, and several gener-
ous individuals and businesses.  In addition, the Board 
has made several requests for grants which are pend-
ing.  We are anticipating that the general public will 
respond positively to help us reach our goal.

Candlelight DinnerGardens Ready

Clipper Ship  Young America

When he was thirteen years old in 1856, John Babcock 
accompanied his aunt and uncle, Charlotte and David 
Babcock, on an exciting trip around the world on the clip-
per ship Young America. He kept a diary of the trip and, 
luckily, it was preserved and given to the Museum in 1998 
by Barbara Babcock.  Meg Barclay, who went to college 
with Barbara, spent hours transcribing the manuscript 
and Linda Chaffee and Ellen Madison researched and 
added pictures and maps.  The result is a booklet which 
makes a companion piece to Charlotte’s reminiscences 
about her voyages and is for sale at Joshua’s Store. 
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Twin polished granite urns, one of blue and one of red West-
erly granite, were given to the museum by Isaac and Ger-
trude Smith.  These urns were cut and polished by the Smith 
Granite Company for display at the Columbian Exhibition in 
Chicago in 1893.  After the exhibition they adorned the front 
steps at 130 Granite Street, the home of Orlando Raymond 
Smith, President of the Smith Granite Company.  There they 
remained until the house was torn down around 1970 when 
they were moved to the front steps of Ike Smith’s house on 
Longvue Avenue.  

Joseph Coduri and Virginia Staubley contributed books on a 
wide variety of topics of local interest.  Make an appointment 
to peruse the collection, learn more about the history of our 
town, state or region.  The Westerly Historical Society has 
donated copies of their current publications.

The Rev. Julia Fuller donated vintage textiles and an antique 
dress form which add an interesting three-dimensional facet 
to the One Hundred Years Ago display in the Isaac Smith 
Room.

Caricatures of Westerly’s leading citizens of one hundred 
years ago are the focal point of the summer exhibit in the 
Isaac Smith Room. Good quality images were bound to-
gether in a book donated to the museum by Joseph Coduri.   
Originally they appeared in the Westerly Sun.  Interestingly, 
all the “leading citizens” are men.

Also featured are enlarged copies of color postcards of 
downtown scenes of about the same time. Three prominent 
buildings, the town hall, the post office and the train station, 
were built in 1912.  The postcards are part of the collection 
owned by the Westerly Historical Society. 

 The exhibit also honors the 100th anniversary of the West-
erly Historical Society .  Julia Emmeline Smith organized a 
preliminary meeting in her home in November of 1912 and 
the  group was officially recognized in 1913 with by-laws 
and officers.  The exhibit lists the charter members and all 
the presidents, which include women.  It seems fitting that 
the society conceived at 124 Granite Street, will have a per-
manent home here one hundred years later.

Les Rolston, author of several books on Civil War “ordi-
nary people who did extraordinary things” presented a 
program based on his book Long Time Gone: Neighbors Di-
vided by Civil War. It is an epic story of two young Rhode 
Islanders—boyhood friends from the sleepy seaside village 
of Pawtuxet—who as teenagers fought in the Civil War on 
opposite sides. What these two youngsters saw, felt, and 
suffered through was the basis of readings by Rolston and 
friends.

History Mural with BSH Connection

Under the guidance of art teacher John Tedeschi, students Shu 
Hua Lin, Alexis Hayes, Mei Hua Lin, Zachary Menard, and 
Alexandra Hayes, working with others, have completed the His-
toric Portrait of Westerly Mural at the Westerly Middle School. 
The mural spans four centuries of local history.  It includes John 
Babcock and Mary Lawton landing at Mastuxet Cove, Joshua 
Babcock with his friend Benjamin Franklin, and the sculptors’ 
studio at the Smith Granite Company.  All of the artists partici-
pated in the Babcock-Smith House field trip when they were in 
the 5th grade. They began the project as middle school students 
and some have now graduated.  

The War of 1812 Bicentennial Exhibit
Ed Fazio created an exhibit 
to commemorate the War of 
1812.  He reinterpreted items 
from the museums collec-
tion to emphasize links to the 
war.  The banjo clock with a 
reverse painting on glass of 
Oliver Hazard Perry’s victory 
at the Battle of Lake Erie, the 
Battle of Stonington pitcher,  
Dr. Noyes’  saddle bag, and 
the musket were viewed from 
a new perspective.   The ship 

models, made by Fazio. represent the type of ships that would 
have been used during the War of 1812.  The Stonington Histori-
cal Society loaned  a cannon ball from the Battle of Stonington.  

This exhibit was the first since the Isaac Smith room was up-
graded with a wall treatment which now allows for a variety of 
exhibits.
